May 24, 1861 – Union Troops capture 
Alexandria, Virginia and vicinity. Colonel 
Elmer E. Ellsworth is the first Union 
Officer to die in the war. 
 
May 29, 1861 – Richmond, Virginia will 
become the Capitol of the Confederacy.

                           1862 
 
May 8, 1862 – Stonewall Jackson’s Valley 
Campaign begins with a successful victory 
at the Battle of McDowell in Virginia. 
 
May 31-June 1, 1862 – During the Battle 
of Seven Pines in Virginia, Robert E. Lee 
takes command of the Confederate Army 
from wounded Joseph E. Johnston. 
 
June 25- July 1, 1862 – General Lee 
forces McClellan’s Union Army to retreat, 
ending the threat to Richmond in the 
Seven Days’ Campaign. 
 

                           1863

May 1-4, 1863 - The Union Army under 
General Joe Hooker is decisively defeated 
by Lee’s much smaller forces at the Battle 
of Chancellorsville, Virginia. Stonewall 
Jackson is wounded by his own soldiers. 
 
May 10, 1863 – Stonewall Jackson dies 
from pneumonia as well as wounds which 
were inflicted upon him by his own troops. 
 
June 9, 1863 – The Battle of Brandy 
Station which involved some 18,000 
cavalry troopers- approximately nine 
thousand on either side, making this the 
largest cavalry battle on American soil.

                             1864 
 
May 5-6, 1864 – The Battle of the 
Wilderness is the first of a bloody series of 
month-long engagements between Grant 
and Lee. 
 
May 10-12, 1864 – The Battles of 
Spotsylvania Court House and Yellow 
Tavern impede Grant’s drive for  the 
Confederate Capitol of Richmond. 
Confederate General Jeb Stuart is killed at 
the Battle of Yellow Tavern on May 11th. 
 
June 1-3, 1864 – The Battle of Cold 
Harbor results in heavy Union casualties. 
Grant then prepares for a ten month siege 
of Petersburg. 
 
June 28, 1864 – President Lincoln signs a 
bill repealing the fugitive slave laws.

                            1865 
 

    May 4, 1865 – After a long Funeral 
    Procession across the country, President 
    Abraham Lincoln’s body is laid to rest in  
    Oak Ridge Cemetery, outside Lincoln’s  
    beloved home town of Springfield, IL. 
 
    May 10, 1865 – Ex-Confederate 
    President Jefferson Davis is tracked down 
    and captured in the state of Georgia. 
 
    May 23-24, 1865 – A victory parade 
    is held in Washington D. C. along 
    Pennsylvania Avenue to help boost 
    the Nation’s morale. 
 
    May 26, 1865 – In New Orleans,    
    Confederate General Kirby Smith,   
    Commander of the last organized  
    resistance is given terms of surrender.    

 
 
 

      
 
    June 2, 1865 – The last Confederate 
    troops under General Kirby Smith are 
    surrendered. 
 
     June 30, 1865 – All eight of the 
     Conspirators are convicted for the 
     Assassination of President Lincoln; 
     four are sentenced to death and are 
     hanged at the old capitol in 
     Washington, D.C. 
      
     
    The Nation was now finally reunited 
    once again as the four long and costly     
    years of Civil War had ended.  
 
    Let it be known that over 620,000  
    Americans died in those four long 
    Years of Civil War.  
 
    With the complications of disease 
    killing twice as many of those lost in 
    the ravages of  battle. 
     
    Sadly enough, 50,000 of those who  
    were survivors and would return to 
    their homes, would return missing 
    arms, legs or other limbs as amputees 
    from their experiences upon the 
    “glorious field of honor”. 
 
    And if this weren’t bad enough, for 
    the loved ones of the soldiers who 
    died. But for the others who had not a 
    clue about what horror & deprivations 
    the soldiers who survived and were   
    on their way home from the terrible 
    and demoralizing prisons would share 
    about how they were used as pawns 
    in the political scheme of how to out- 
    trump the Confederacy into finally 
    surrendering, would have yet one  
    more thing to complain about as far 
    as how the war was fought 
 
    However, that is a whole different  
    chapter of the big picture that will 
    be discussed in another addition, at 
    another time.
